Setting your 18M to Talon Mode

You must set the 18M to Talon clip
mode. To change to Talon mode,
press SYNC and CH+ at the same time
on the 18M, not the remote. This will
display “2.0” when complete. The
18M will maintain this setting even if
powered off or the batteries are re-
moved.

What Type of Batteries to Use

Use Energizer batteries only! Do not
use any other brand including
Rayovac or Eveready. If you are
using anything other than Energizer
you risk cues not firing

Simply twist one wire
from each side to all clips
you want to wire. Never
wire Talon clips in series!
When firing multiple tal-
ons, make sure 2P power
level is 8 or higher.
